Hello everybody, last lecture we heard something about the History of the Internet and the World Wide Web and I thought I it will be interesting for you to hear something about how web pages are build for the www. That’s one of the reasons, why I want to give you an overview about HTML today. First I want to tell you what HTML means, secondly I want to talk about the History of HTML and who developed it. In the third part I will you show some Code of HTML and explain it.
HTML is the short form for „HyperText Markup Language“. HTML is used most for Websites in the World Wide Web but also can be used for standardized Documents in working groups. More then 99 per cent of web pages are written in HTML and some extensions. HTML describes with his Syntax the construction and the look of the web pages. HTML is very easy for none Coder to learn. That’s one of the reasons why the www growing up so fast at the beginning.

So lets go to the next part. The History of HTML.
The basic idea of HTML was born on the ending of the Sixties. Some people want to define a cross-platform format, to send documents easily to all other persons. In 1986 an 
ISO-Standard was imagined.  SGML called Standard Generalized Markup Language was born.

1991 Tim Berners-Lee developed HTML 1.0, based on SGML, for a working group in the CERN.

1995 HTML 2.0 was developed but not before Version 3.2 which was developed in may1996 HTML was not the standard language for internet Websites. 
In 1997 the HTML version 4.0 was developed and is with some small modifications the actual version who is used for websites.
Ok. On the last part I will show you some Code and explain what the code does.
A HTML-Document consists of four basic elements. <html>, <head>, <title>, <body>
The HTML document begins with a <html> tag and ends with its counterpart, the </html> tag. Tags must be closed with the counterpart. The counterpart has the same tag but an extra / ahead the tag-name.
Within the <head></head> tags, there are the <title></title> tags which enclose the textual title to be shown in the title bar of the web browser.
Within the <body></body> tags is the text which are displayed in the Browser.


The text could be edited by the coder. Some examples are
<p> </p>  - for an paragraph

<i> </i> - for italic 

<b> </b> - for bold

and

<a href=”www.fh-furtwangen.de>Link</a>  -  for an Link

There are al lot of more tags for the text but it this in another big lecture.
